So it is 

appropriate that we pause for a   

moment and consider what worship 

is and why we do it, especially 

given the fact that many in our 

world today do not realize how              

important worship is to the people 

of faith. Above all, Worship is               

worship. Worship is the praise and 

celebration of the people of God           

toward their God. It is people                  

turning toward God in prayer and 

praise of the meaning of life. This 

means that all are welcome to join 

in this moment of worship from so 

many different walks of life.                 

One theology professor puts her fin-

ger on why this is so dangerous: 

"Christian worship is not primarily 

a gathering of the like -minded.                  

It is a gathering of human bodies to 

be with one another in the                      

acknowledgment that human exis-

tence originates in and is drawn                    

toward love."  

 

As we move through the Lenten 

season may we all realize the                  

importance of this time.  It is a time 

for a renewal in our faith.  To help 

us know that the ingredients of 

worship during Lent are important, 

the ashes, the taste of bread and 

wine, the music. They all remind us 

that our worship is about love.               

It is not romantic love of course, but 

it is sacramental love, the immer-

sion in God's reality as love for us, 

warts and all. So, that worship              

becomes a place where we come   

together in the face of our                      

most serious disagreements and                        

disputes. This includes all of us, 

Republicans and Democrats, male 

and female, black and white, young 

and old, rich and poor, ornery and 

nice. Because of Jesus, we love each 

other, treasure each other, and   

support each other.  

 

Immediately following Lent and 

Easter we will be undertaking a 

new endeavor designed to help us to 

continue and achieve this oneness.  

We will be moving to one blended 

service at 10:00 each Sunday.                       

It will be a six month experiment to 

see how it brings our church                       

together.  It will also be one power-

ful service.  We will welcome guest 

musicians, guest speakers, and our 

own musical groups, so that each 

Sunday brings a dynamic and                

worshipful experience. In the                  

bulletin you will see our first guests 

for this blended service.  Please 

support this endeavor and invite 

others.

This music takes us 

through Lent ending with Palm Sunday where we will be celebrating Jesusõ entry into Jerusalem. 

Then, we enter Holy Week where, in some traditions, each day would have a special, sacred service.  

We will be celebrating with a very special service for the evening of Maundy Thursday. (The word, 

òMaundy,ó refers to òCommandó for this night Jesus gave his disciples a New Commandment ð                

òto love one anotheró.) This worship service will be similar to our Christmas Eve Service of Lessons and 

Carols and we will be celebrating with Scripture Readings and Music that will walk us through the last 

days of Jesusõ life - beginning with Jesus washing the disciplesõ feet, the first Lordõs Supper and then 

Jesusõ walk to the Crucifixion. 

We will be celebrating Holy Communion on this Thursday evening and we will be celebrating with          

Candles ð in the reverse order from Christmas ð where candles will be taken out as we walk through 

the story of Jesusõ Passion. 

 Then, on Easter Day, we celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus with great fanfares, and joyful sounds as 

we recognize the inevitable fact that Jesus even conquered death.  We celebrate life renewed and                      

always renewing.

We need a new roof for  

 two buildings on our  

campus.  
 

¶ The roof on the Don Airey Hall (formally the ñParish Hallò) is about 28 years 
old and has some problems in the valleys of this covering and also around the 
Parapet Wall on the north end of this building, and  there have been some 
shingles blown off in a couple of places leaving the underlayment exposed.   
Our competent Chairperson Guy Trent of the Session Buildings and Grounds 
Committee has thru the bid process located a trustworthy roofer to repair 
these areas for the cost of $1,900.00.  With his estimate this will take care of 
this roof, provided we do not have any serious weather calamity, for a period 
of 3 to five years.  This will give us a little breathing room. His estimate of a 
full roof for this building is $53,000, and in our planning should be                             
accomplished in a few years.  

¶ The second roof is the high pitched roof on the Sanctuary.  This roof is a chal-
lenge in its -self.  After the Building and Grounds Committee studied the                 
options for this roof we were fortunate to locate a competent contractor to ap-
ply a 30 year metal roof for this building, and with routine maintenance to the 
roof should last at least fifty years or longer and be able to sustain a 200 mile 
per hour + wind with little or no damage.  Our first thought was that we could 
not afford this roof and have to settle for a Shingle roof at a cost of $57,000.00, 
along with its disadvantages, and wind vulnerability. Due to the economic 
conditions prevailing at this time England Brothers Construction Company 
gave us a bid of $89,740.00 for this roof with 26 gage Factory Coated ñCool 
Whiteò galvanized side-lap metal panels.  The cost is well under the normal 
figure for such a roof on a lower pitch roof, and without its unique design 
challenges our Sanctuary provides.  It is the desire of the Session upon                     
recommendation of the B & G Committee to purchase this metal roof.

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While the Dwelling Place Monastery, my 

new home, is an ecumenical community of 

Benedictine women, most of the Sisters are 

Roman Catholic. And being Catholic, they 

observe the season called Lent.  I have                   

practiced Lent one way or another for many 

years so it is not a new concept for me. But I 

havenõt done it with a bunch of Catholics. 

They take Lent seriously. For instance 

there is fasting and abstention. I always 

thought they were the same thing but 

theyõre not. Fasting is taking one normal 

and two small meals a day. Abstention is 

not eating meat. While fasting is practiced 

throughout Lent, with the exception of         

Sundays, abstention is only for Fridays and 

holy days. There is a rule I really like in 

this whole fasting/abstention thing. Anyone 

who is sick or 59 years old or older does not 

have to fast/abstain. Boy did I pick a good 

time to join the community. I turned 59 last 

September so the rules donõt apply to me.  

Actually, I am trying to follow the                       

standards that the Sisters have decided to 

live by this Lenten season. Not because it is 

required of me but because spiritual                    

disciplines were designed to help people get 

closer to God. And who couldnõt use more of 

that? The three areas we focus on during 

Lent are prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  

We all know about prayer. When I pray,                  

I do the talking. But prayer is listening too. 

A Lenten practice may be sitting for a while 

in silence, listening. When I hear the word 

fasting I immediately think of giving up 

chocolate but it really means intentionally 

not doing something and using the time,      

energy or resources normally used for God 

instead. Reading a spiritual book instead of 

watching TV one night a week is fasting.  

 

 

 

 

 

                          

                                    

And then there is almsgiving. What the 

heck is that? Giving money to poor, blind 

people? Yes and no. Almsgiving is simply 

giving of yourself and your resources. For 

many of us that means money.  

          

But it doesnõt have to be. It could mean                 

giving of your time or talents. Visiting                      

shut -ins, writing notes of encouragement to 

people who are struggling or pulling weeds 

for a neighbor are all almsgiving.  I think 

that sort of giving is closer to what Jesus 

did over and over in the Gospels.  

One of my friends here in Maytown is very 

nervous that I am going to òbecome                   

Catholicó living at the Dwelling Place. 

Maybe after reading this article, you may 

wonder the same thing. Rest easy. I am not 

changing my denomination or my member-

ship. I like being a member of Christ                

Presbyterian Church, even if it is a long           

distance relationship. What I am excited 

about is growing to be more like Jesus. And 

while He didnõt call these things Lenten 

practices, prayer, fasting and almsgiving 

were a part of His everyday life.  The                

question I find myself asking is, if I want to 

be more like Him shouldnõt they be a part of 

my life too? Happy Lent yõall.
